This seminar is aimed at practising social workers in a variety of settings such as child protection and welfare, medical social work, probation, occupational social work etc. – who regularly work with families where a parental alcohol problem impacts negatively on children. This seminar aims to: 

· to look briefly at current approaches to the classification and understanding of alcohol-related problems, and to explore the practical implications of these approaches; 

· to help participants develop a critical understanding of how parental drinking problems have a negative effect on children; 

· to consider the relative merits of having generic workers deal directly with alcohol-related problems, as opposed to referring such problems to specialist addiction counselling or rehabilitation services; 
· to introduce more recent approaches to alcohol counselling – e.g. brief interventions and Motivational Interviewing – which may be seen as a practical option for generic workers; 

· to explore organisational issues which need to be address in facilitating social workers to play a greater role in working directly with problem-drinking parents.
